Committee 22-23 Plans and Goals:

Identify Non-Responsive Institutional Contacts: Committee did reach out to non-responsive schools, but some
schools have still not updated their 22-23 inventory.

(A large issue we identified is just getting schools to maintain consistent contact information and update the
inventory)

Communication with Other Entities:

o Created Counselor Communication: We will create some informative information.

o Finalize Communication Plan: We will need to discuss if entities outside of TACRAO and counselors
need to receive information (TACTE/TACAC/other groups currently undecided).

Technical Issues:

o Survey: If we complete future surveys, we will need to use own survey tool. UT Austin tool was
proprietary per Karen Weisbrodt so it was difficult to navigate the testing and viewing since only Karen
had access.

o Password Reset: We at least need password reset for current members to eliminate need for manual
updates. If we can fix other manual issues, that would be great too (e.g. roll over not possible for schools
when the catalog year live)

o Tracking: We had tracking issues last year with inability to see items like last login date.

o Core Courses: Information such as core courses lives in the database, but it does not display on the
viewer screen. How can we fix this so it displays?

o Display for Schools Without ACGM Info.: Is there a way to display a special message for schools who do
participate in supporting the TCCNS, but do not have lower-level course alignment. For example, some
health science schools may support/use the TCCNS and want to be an “active school”, but they don’t
currently have any gen. ed. courses that align with the TCCNS. Could we instead display a message to say
they are an active school, but to contact them to discuss transfer?
